November U.S. Manufacturing Technology Con-
sumption (USMTC) participants accounted for 2,486
orders for machine tools with a value of $366 million.

Metal Cutting orders accounted for 2,382 machines
with a value of $348 million. Metal forming orders
accounted for 104 machines with a value of $18 million.

The USMTC report is a joint program of AMTDA® and
AMT—the Association for Manufacturing Technology.
Each month, Tool Talk presents a USMTC graph illus-
trating either machine tool orders by dollar volume or
units sold. This month the graph shows consumption
in units.
